Ronald H. Stone
grew up in the
Methodist Church in
Humboldt, Iowa,
served as lay
preacher for the
Community Methodist
Church in Salix in
1960, and directed the
Race Relations
Project of the Iowa
Methodist Student
Movement (MSM) as

vice-president of MSM in 1959. During
seminary he worked at Riverside Church in
New York and the United Nations Office of
the United Church of Christ. After graduate
school at Union Theological Seminary,
Oxford University, and the Ph.D. in religion
and society at Columbia University, he
taught at Vassar College, Union Theological
seminary, and Columbia, then to Pittsburgh
Theological Seminary in 1969. He retired
from PTS in 2002, as the John Witherspoon
Professor of Christian Ethics.

He has lectured in India, Eastern
Europe, Latin America, England, and
participated first in Marxist-Christian
Dialogue throughout Eastern Europe, and
more recently in Moslem-Christian dialogue
in the Middle East. He served as consultant
on international relations to the Presbyterian
Church (USA) from 1975-2008, chairing
several committees on peacemaking,
politics, and social ethics.
